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Choose two of the questions below and write approximately 500-600 words on each question. 
Put your responses onto a Word document and upload the file when you are finished. If you have embedded links, be sure they are live and link directly to the source or project you are citing.
Clearly label each answer with the question number. Cite your sources in a journalistic style, not in academic footnotes.
Your grade will take into consideration:

· The clarity and strength of your argument or perspective.

· The specific examples used to illustrate and support the argument or perspective.
· The structure of your response.

· The clarity and focus of your thinking as expressed through language. 
· The hygiene of your text (grammar, spelling, punctuation).

1. Discuss two of the most important storytelling skills you have found to be necessary to successfully craft a story that has meaning and relevance for a public audience. Describe each skill specifically, citing its role in storytelling and any ethical considerations at play when using that skill. Give detailed examples of assignments you completed in any JMC course where each of the two skills was developed.
2. Discuss the meaning of shared subjectivity in the communication research field. What is your method of working with project participants to reveal deeper elements of their subculture, way of thinking and behavior? Give at least two examples of field assignments you completed in any JMC courses that illustrate your methodology. Link to the work of yours that you cite, if possible. 
3. The old adage says “a picture is worth a thousand words. In this essay discuss your understanding of the role, power and limitations of visuals in non-fiction work created for a mass audience. Discuss your application of understanding through course assignments or projects. How have you specifically applied some of the principles of the use of visuals in work that you have created? Link to the work of yours that you cite, if possible. 
4. What is representation? What does the process of representing, the act of being represented and the condition of consuming representations involve? In particular, what can inquiries into media representations tell us about subjectivity, identity and power? Use specific examples from your work, projects or papers to illustrate your response.

5. Discuss the objectivity standard in journalism and its significance in the field. Think about how the concept has evolved over time and critically analyze its limitations. Think about factors such as personal bias, editorial process, media ownership and other commercial and systemic pressures, the role of social media, the 24/7 news cycle, political polarization, echo chambers, mis and dis-information and other possible limitations. Reflect on how those can be approached ethically and responsibly. Provide examples from professional journalism and your own work as a student journalist to support your arguments.

6. Freedom of expression is one of the cornerstones of democracy. Article 10 of the European Convention of Human Rights (ECHR) stipulates that everyone has the right to freedom of expression. This right shall include freedom to hold opinions and to receive and impart information and ideas without interference by public authority and regardless of frontiers. However, this right has specific limitations set out by the ECHR. Describe briefly the three-part-test, which the European Court of Human Rights applies, when deciding whether the international standard within freedom of expression is met by the member states of the Council of Europe. Give concrete examples of the legitimate aims on which freedom of expression can be lawfully limited.
