ABSTRACT

As a businessman, financier, diplomat, minister, and the first Managing Director of the
International Monetary Fund (1946—1951), Camille Gutt (1884—1971) played a key role in the rise of
international financial diplomacy from the 1920s through the early 1950s.

This book positions itself as a case study in international relations and financial history, arguing
that international financial diplomacy offers a fresh lens through which to understand relations between
states. It aims to contribute to scholarship by highlighting not only the role of individual actors—their
perceptions and decisions—but also by reassessing the construction of the postwar economic order in
light of interwar experiences. In doing so, it complements existing works by leading economists, historians,
and political scientists such as Barry Eichengreen (Berkeley), Patricia Clavin (Oxford), Harold James
(Princeton) and Niall Ferguson (Hoover Institute).

This book complements the author’s earlier dissertation by focusing on Gutt’s contributions to the
postwar financial and economic order, offering a different perspective. It also introduces new materials
that emphasize the international dimensions of Gutt’s work, expanding beyond the primarily domestic
focus of the earlier study.

This book emerged from a three-year tenure as a Wiener-Anspach Postdoctoral Fellow at Balliol

College, Oxford University, from 1999 to 2002, as well as from a subsequent one-semester stay as a Visiting



Senior Research Fellow at the Centre for Modern European History at Oxford University in the spring of
2010.

The book is divided into five chapters. Chapter one provides an overview of Gutt’s career during
the interwar period. Chapter two examines Gutt’s participation in the discussions held in London regarding
the postwar monetary and financial order. Chapter three explores Gutt’s own plans for postwar regional
cooperation, embodied in the Benelux project and its failed expansion to include France and Britain.
Chapter four addresses Gutt’s contributions to the discussions that led to the establishment of the Bretton
Woods institutions, including the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund. Finally, chapter five
discusses Gutt’s experience as the first Managing Director of the International Monetary Fund from 1946
to 1951, highlighting his role in navigating the challenges of Europe’s postwar reconstruction and the
emerging Cold War.

ABSTRACT

The Institute of Sociology, founded in 1902 by Ernest Solvay (1838—1922), represents a unique
example of the organization of social sciences and sociology in Belgium.

Under the energetic leadership of Emile Waxweiler (1867-1916), the Institute of Sociology—this
“research laboratory” —established itself as a key center for sociological investigation. The collections of
its library, housed in the main space of the former building at Parc Léopold in Brussels, form the backdrop
for an extraordinary intellectual adventure. Studying this institute allows us to trace one of the main
episodes in the emergence of sociology in Belgium at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries. Confronted
with the Second Industrial Revolution and the rise of colonialism, the discipline in Brussels followed a
distinctive path in its research, influenced by German, French, and Anglo-Saxon approaches.

ABSTRACT:

This article examines the evolution of Bulgarian foreign policy toward Russia and Ukraine since the
2022 Russian invasion, emphasising domestic political dynamics. Since 2022, Bulgaria has adopted a more
assertive pro-western stance, prompting an investigation into the sustainability of this shift in relation to
domestic political contestation and public opinion. The study argues this shift was made possible thanks
to significant changes in Bulgaria’s political landscape since 2021 rather than being merely a reaction to
the war. While a pro-western elite consensus developed, particularly in support of Ukraine, voting patterns
often diverged from majority-opposition norms, influenced by strategic considerations within ruling and
opposition parties.

ABSTRACT:

At the onset of the Conference on the Future of Europe (CoFoE), the future of the European
Union’s expansion in the Western Balkans (WB) seems to have reached a new stalemate.

Much, however, may depend on the
outcome of the process.

ABSTRACT:

On the eve of its tenth anniversary, the EU’s Eastern Partnership seems to be drifting towards
placing greater emphasis on differentiation and stabilisation than on reforms. This contrasts with the
transformative ambitions displayed by the EU when it launched this new initiative in 2009. These ambitions
have produced mixed results and were partly abandoned in the 2015 European Neighbourhood Policy
Review.

ABSTRACT:

Since the late 1980s, the European integration process if facing a growing politicization that also
challenges its very theoretical bases as envisaged by neo-functionalism and the liberal-
intergovernmentalism. According the authors, Liesbeth Hooghes and Gary Marks, such politicization
reflects a post-functionalist moment in the European integration process. Our paper seeks to assess
Hooghes and Mark's thesis through two case studies: the Euro crisis and the migrant crisis. In conclusion,
our paper argues that the negative impact of such politicization has been over-estimated by Hooghes and
Marks while its positive impact has been under-estimated. In other words, such approach has overlooked
the possibility of a re-politicization of the EU integration project. The condition for such re-politicization
lies in the need for the EU to change its approach, from a technocratic one to what we call a more
pragmatist one.

ABSTRACT:

This contribution aims at exploring the challenges for postwar monetary cooperation both at the
global and the European regional level from 1946 to 1951. In doing so, it will underscore the need to look
at the sometimes-paradoxical dynamics between international cooperation and regional cooperation as
highlighted in the growing incompatibility between the International Monetary Fund’s policies towards
Europe and the reactions they generate in Western Europe.
